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‧Metropolitan Expressway is an extensive network of expressways connecting Tokyo, 
Kanagawa, Saitama, and Chiba prefectures.

‧We aim to connect people, cities, and life in the Tokyo metropolitan area through a 
safe and smooth Metropolitan Expressway network, contributing to the creation of a 
prosperous and comfortable society.

‧A nature restoration green space of approximately 900㎡, created on the rooftop 
of the tunnel ventilation tower inside the Ohashi Junction, modeled after the original 
landscape of the Meguro River area.

Rice cultivation experiences with nearby 
elementary schools and several public open 
days for local residents are held each year.

‧This is the first time an expressway company has been certified as a “Nationally Certified 
Sustainably Managed Natural Sites(*)" by the Ministry of the Environment.

(*)：It's a system where the government certifies areas where private companies are conserving biodiversity, and these areas are also registered in an 
international database as OECMs. 

In the Minuma Tanbo area of Saitama, a 1.7km long, 6.3 ha biotope has been created beneath the expressway to help restore 
the ecosystem of this rare and valuable green space remaining near the capital.
